INCIDENT REPORTING

Timely and complete incident reporting provides the BSA with an opportunity for analysis of
incidents that occur and promotes continuous improvement of our programs. The sooner a clear,
concise and complete incident report is made, the sooner an appropriate response to the incident
can occur.

It's essential to include all the information you can in your incident report, including providing a
